We will also do nonviolent communication and Spanish workshops.

2 LOCATION

Valdepiélagos is a small population of 300 inhabitants 45 kilometers from the city of Madrid.

3. TRAVEL

For the reimbursements of the trips we will need:

The maximum amount to pay per round trip is the 275 E for Italy and 360 E for Denmark.

BUSES

If you come by bus from Madrid:

You must take the Metro from the Airport to the Plaza Castilla Metro station . There is a
passage that connects the Metro with the underground bus station.

Metro map

through Valdepiélagos, its schedule from Monday to Friday is 7:20, 14:30, 16:00 and 20:00
hours.
Timetable bus

You have to go up to the -1 floor and look for dock 30. The ticket price is 5'20 Euros and the
driver is paid. It is necessary to carry small money they do not change big bills. It is necessary
to warm him to open the trunk to place the luggage. The bus takes about 65 minutes, the
previous town is Talamanca. If you sit in the front you can ask the driver to let you know when
you arrive.

The stop in the town is in the Plaza next to the Town Hall, you can search on Google map how
to get from Ayuntamiento de Valdepiélagos to Calle Ecoaldea, 1. In the town everyone knows
the neighborhood by La Ecoaldea, we are 10 minutes walk from the stop.

Take the downbhill street, Tentetieso, between the Town Hall (building with flags) and the
supermarket (Autoservicio Araceli), after 100 meters take the right on Sargalillo street, 300
meters on the left the road to La ecoaldea, where there are garbage containers. Take Camino a
Uceda, you are 200 meters away, at that point you will see the houses.

If you notify us of the departure time of your bus, we can pick you up at the Valdepiélagos
stop.

4, ACCOMMODATION
The participants will stay in a house of the Ecovillage, in single rooms

8. OTHERS

In this project will be, 4 volunteers, two Danish boys, a Danish girl and an Italian boy.

It is possible that the volunteers make friends with some young people in the town and do
some activity together, such as going to concerts.

There are several excursions between one and two hours walking around the Ecohusing.

The organization has several bicycles.

In the large hall, there is an area with cushions (The Corner of the volunteers) where you can
watch movies, play the guitar or read.

At the end of October you will coincide with a group of 25 young people who come to receive
training to do international projects with theater.

In the town ten minutes walking there are two supermarkets, pharmacy, hairdresser and
coffee shops, where you can live with the people of the village, in general they are open.
From Madrid city an hour by bus there are several places with monuments to visit on
weekends; Segovia, Toledo, Avila, Salamanca, El Escorial and Aranjuez.

In Madrid City, there are several recommended sites to visit, El Retiro Park, El Rastro (famous
Market, only Sundays), Tabakalera (occupied space for free exhibitions and concerts), Lavapies
(intercultural neighborhood), Huertas Street (youth pubs area), Chueca (Gay Zone).
